Curriculum

The medium of education is ENGLISH. All the subjects are taught in English
medium. Though, MIS adopts syllabus prescribed by the State Board of

Maharashtra, students are encouraged to use books prescribed by the
NCERT/ICSE.

Competitive Examination

The MIS has been trying to embed components of competitive examinations
conducted by various National Level Organisations like Spell Bee, Olympiad,
Abacus etc. in regular curriculum from the First Standard itself.

Many of our students have been bringing laurels in State Level
Championships.
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School Infrastructure

MIS has impressive infrastructure. A building is eco-friendly with facilities like
Rainwater Harvesting, Botanical Garden, Solar Lighting etc. The classrooms are
spacious and full of natural light. Separate washrooms are there for boys, girls &
differently abled persons.

Staffs

MIS has hardworking and courteous staff. We are committed to maintain
student—teacher ratio at 30:1.If required, expert teachers are called on need
basis. Extra coaching is arranged for needy students.

Education Aids

If good teachers are equipped with the high-quality education aids &tools, then
learning becomes more exciting. So, MIS has been investing in state-of-the-art
equipment like Smart Board, Smart TV. All the classrooms are equipped with all
those smart gadgets.

Laboratories

MIS has Biology, Chemistry, Physics, and Maths with all equipment. Students
are encouraged to use these facilities and experiment freely. This helps in
developing an experimental and scientific temperament from early age.

MIS has computer laboratory equipped with 24 computer systems, server,
internet, projector etc. Entire lab has solar power back up to ensure all time
functioning.

Sport

All year groups have Physical Education classes every week timetabled into the
curriculum. It plays a central role in supporting the ethos of the school and a
first-class education. Teamwork is fostered, leaders are identified and developed,
and students learn much about themselves and others; sport is a vehicle for
personal development.

So, MIS has facility for outdoor as well as indoor sports. Students has wide choice
available to choose from Football, Cricket, Hockey, Basketball, Volleyball, Kho-
Kho, Kabbadi like team sports and Athletics, Archery and Shooting like
individual sports. MIS has affiliation with many sport bodies so that students
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can participate at State & National Level. Best Sportsman is awarded with “G.
Vitthal Rao Sports Shield” every year.

Clubs

The school encourages students joining various clubs/forums to develop their
genuine interests and talents by getting involved with a wide range of activities
and clubs on offer. By participating in these activities students will be able to
discover their interests, enjoy learning more about the activities and the skills
required for these activities and, at the same time, they will make friends and
have fun. Once the students realize where their interests lie, the school will
support them to develop their interests and pursue their talents.

Meghnad (Astronomy) Club

MIS has established Astronomy Club in the memory of the famous Indian
Astrophysicist Dr Meghnad Saha. Students watch movies and slide shows and
participated in outdoor activities such as °‘solar walk’, measuring the
circumference of Earth, viewing the night sky, and making 3-D models of planet
terrains and satellites using optical instruments.

Art Club

Art helps to express thoughts in most creative manner. MIS has an art club
which encourages singing, dancing, performing. Students are given an
opportunity to mingle with outside talented artist on regular basis.

Gan Rajya Forum:

India has rich tradition of the Democratic Polity, like GANRAJYA of ancient
times. MIS has created 10 imaginary GANRAJYAs and each student is part of
any one of Gan Rajya. They debate among themselves on various Social,
Political & Economical issues. This forum encourages students to participate in
public speaking and debating on various issues. Its meetings are held regularly
Hindi, Marathi & English. Students work as a group and discuss topics
suggested by their teachers.

Business Club

The purpose of the Business Club is to provide a forum for students to discuss
key business and economic issues. The club meets every month and discusses a
wide range of finance and business-related issues affecting the world. Club offers
a platform for the students to develop a commendable insight into core economic
issues of the modern world.
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Social Service

The Social Service department is at the very heart the MIS. Since its very
inception, the school has been actively involved in social service and has sought
ways to enhance this involvement. It strives to provide a range of social service
opportunities that will allow its students to expand their understanding of social
issues and consider their role in finding solutions to community concerns.

The school has adopted villages and worked with villagers in the construction of
houses, community centres and school buildings, sanitation systems, energy
efficiency systems, self-employment, and small-scale irrigation systems.

Rules

Rules and regulations are foundations of any organisation. In school, rules play
important parts because it imbibes discipline in young mind and body. A

disciplined citizen is the greatest assets of any society.

So, MIS has set of Rules and Regulations for Students as well as Parents
and it is expected that, all rules and regulations are followed in its letter and

spirit.
1.FEE

1. Students will have to pay tuition fees & special fees in 4 instalments
(Term fees) payable in May, September, January & March.

2. A student will not be allowed to appear for the Annual Examination if
he/she has not paid all the fees and dues before the commencement of the
examination.

3. It will be very much appreciated if the fees for the whole year are paid in a

single instalment in the beginning of the year.

2. STUDENT’S BEHAVIOUR

1. Attendance on the opening and closing day of every term is compulsory.
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2. Students are solely responsible for their belongings, books, writing
materials, Tiffin boxes etc.

3. It is forbidden to write or scribble on the walls, tables etc., throw papers or
ink in the classroom or in any way damage the school property.

4. The school cannot be responsible for any accidents, small or serious to the
pupils during school hours or during education tours.

5. Students are not allowed to see parents, visitors or leave the school
premises during school hours without the permission of the principal.

6. Students are not permitted to sit in classroom other than their own.

7. Attendance for all tests and examinations is compulsory. A student can be
exempted only on medical reasons and in such case a Medical Certificate
must be produced.

8. If student has his/her absence exceeding three days, then a letter must be
forwarded to the Principal through the Class Teacher.

9. No physical and verbal ragging is permitted. The principal reserves the
right to dismiss such students who continue to be undisciplined despite
repeated warnings.

10.No pupil is permitted to wear any jewellery in the school. School shall not
be held responsible for any loss or damage.

11.No one can leave the school premises during school hours without the
permission of the principal. Pupils will not be permitted to go home during
class hours.

12.Students are responsible to the school authorities for their conduct both in
and outside the school. Shouting, whistling, speaking abusive language,
running in the school building, insulting, or throwing things at one
another and disobeying etc are strictly forbidden.

13.No students are permitted to use the blackboard/smartboards except when
called for by teachers.

14. All students will always keep the floor and surroundings clean.

15. All boys must wear only formal wear for any school function.

16.Girl students are required to wear dignified and decent garments.

17.Pupils are required to take part in various co-curricular and extra-

curricular activities even outside school hours.
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18. Staying away from mandatory school functions including Annual Day and
Sports Day without prior permission or justification will be considered
discipline default.

19. Every pupil must take part in school games and other activities.

3. LIBRARY RULES

1. All students are members of the School Library.

2. All students must read minimum 15 books (other than prescribed
textbooks) in a year.

3. Strict silence and order must be maintained in the library.

4. Only one books will be issued at a time and can be kept for two weeks.

5. Marking, underlining, cutting, and erasing or tearing pages of the books
are strictly prohibited and liable to be punished.

6. Students are not allowed to exchange books and borrower cards among
themselves.

7. Students are not allowed to handover books to outside students.

GENERAL DISCIPLINE

1. Parents are encouraged to have their children undergo medical
examination regularly for general wellbeing, especially dental, eye, ear
and blood examination.

2. Parents and/or pupils (individually or collectively) are forbidden to give
gifts to the teachers.

3. Serious violation of the rules and regulation and the discipline of the
school is punishable including removal or expulsion from school. Such
action will normally follow a written warning to allow improvement in
conduct.

4. English being the medium of instruction in the school, students must
converse in English even in their private conversation in the school.

5. Each student’s safety is a major concern of the school. Therefore, parents

must co-operate with school administration.
